Bill 157— “Keeping Our Kids Safe at School Act ”

This new legislation comes into effect on February 1, 2010.

Changes will enhance the ongoing work in schools to ensure safe,

effective and respectful learning and working environments for all

students and staff. Highlights include:

e  Required reporting of inappropriate student behaviour that
may be considered for suspension or expulsion by all staff to
the principal;

e  Required response by all employees who regularly work with
students to inappropriate behaviour;

e  Supports for students who are victims of serious incidents,
and their parents; and

e  Training at your child ’s school for all staff.
