The OFIP designation will support us to identify and monitor our progress towards SMART (Specific, Measureable, Achievable,
Results-Oriented and Time Bound) school improvement goals , support the instructional leadership and professional learn-

ing required to improve achievement levels for all students and to develop  educational and community partnerships that will
support our school as we embark on our improvement journey.

Provincial Bullying Prevention Week November 14 -18, 2011

To honour the spirit and intention of this province -wide awareness campaign, we encourage parents to take a moment to
talk to their children about bullying:

Bullying is typically a form of repeated, persistent, and aggressive behavior directed at an individual or individuals that intended
to cause (or should be known to cause) fear and distress and/or harm to another person's body, feelingsZ&stem, or reputation.
Bullying occurs in a context where there is @eal or perceived power imbalance(Hastingsand Prince Edward District School
Board Administrative Procedure 378 & Student Discipline, Bullying Prevention and Intervention).

Students may attain or maintain power over others in the school through real or perceived differences. Some areas of dif-
ference may be size, strength, age, intelligence, economic status, social status, solidarity of peer group, religion, ethnici ty,
disability, need for special education, sexual orientation, family circumstances, gender, and race.

Bullying is a dynamic of unhealthy interaction that can take many forms. It can be:

(1 physical(e.qg., hitting, pushing, tripping);

(1 verbal (e.g., name calling, mocking, or making sexist, racist, or homophobic comments);

[1 social(e.g., excluding others from a group, spreading gossip or rumours);

[1 through the use of technologye.g., spreading rumours, images, or hurtful comments through the use of e  Znail, cell

phones, text messaging, Intermet websites, or other  technology).

Parents can help to deal with bullying by:

1. Making sure you know the policies and have open dialogue with your children about what is happening at
school, on the bus, and online. Listen and observe!

2. Wor k in partner shi p wiandcalltwhea yos ltabeauestiénb and gopmcerres cathér than
being reactive and calling after you have had several incidents reported to you by your child.

3. Encourage positive behaviour , value differences, and promote sensitivity towards others with your child.

4. Discuss regularly with your child about their feelings about school work, friendships, relationships and their
day!

5. Inform the school of c harcigwnstances tha mightaffectlheilbedhéviorob e havi our

moods/feelings.
6. Contact the school if bullying has occurred
